alcohol or if found to be drinking or attempting to buy alcohol at the venue will
be asked to leave.

e Behaviour that interferes with anyone else’s enjoyment of the evening will not
be tolerated and may result in students being asked to leave.

deem their conduct to be unacceptable at any point prior to, or at the event.
