Please give consent for your child to attend the visit via the School Gateway App indicating if you will 

be collecting them from college or if they have permission to make their own way home should the 

visit return slightly later than planned by Monday 17th March. 

 

Arrangements for the Visit 

 

Students should attend P&A time as normal and get their attendance mark and engage in the P&A 

activity.  At the start of period 1 they should meet in the Main Conference Room for an information 

session.  At approximately 10.30am they will travel by school mini bus to the site in Rotherham.  

Students should be back in college by 2.30pm, traffic dependant.  

 

Students are advised to wear comfortable clothes, which may get messy, due to some of the 

activities. As such, students should wear clothes that they do not mind getting wet/dirty. Students 

should also bring waterproof clothing and need to wear suitable footwear. All the necessary PPE will 

be provided for the day and students will be accompanied by an ‘Industry Guide’ and college staff 

throughout the day.
